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Macao has a rich history, ranging from battles and races to fortune 
and economic resilience. Here are some of the memorable moments.

One Country, two Systems

Macao lives off of the gaming and hospitality industries, 

which have exponentially expanded since the liberalization 

of the gaming industry in 2001, when Macao welcomed 

in foreign gaming operators. The Special Administrative 

Region, like its neighbour Hong Kong, operates 

under the oversight of Mainland China but has its own 

government, judicial system and currency. With virtually no 

unemployment and strong fiscal surpluses, Macao evolved 

from a fishing and trade hub, to a textile and fireworks 

manufacturing center, to its current reliance on the gaming 

industry. Gaming in Macao is divided between VIP play 

and mass-market, with the principal game being Baccarat.

World Heritage City Centre

The city center holds 21 UNESCO-protected buildings and 

squares, named the Historic Center of Macao, for their 

unique architectural, cultural and historical value. Its cuisine 

includes a variety of Portuguese recipes created with local 

ingredients, as well as mixtures of recipes from former 

Portuguese settlements including Goa, India and former 

African colonies – known as Macanese food.

The local population is predominantly comprised of Macao 

Chinese, Macanese – those of Portuguese and Chinese 

heritage, Portuguese and Southeast Asian nationalities, 

with an increased Western presence since the gaming 

liberalization.

  The iconic Ruins of St. Paul’s, Rua de Felicidade 

(Happiness Street), A-Ma Temple, Mandarin’s House 
and Guia Lighthouse are top and iconic landmarks 
of the city, which are picture-perfect for lasting 
memories. All are located on the Macao Peninsula, in 
the Historic Center, and are UNESCO classified. 

 Taipa Village has everything from Portuguese 
architecture to views over the Cotai strip. It is full of 
restaurants, typical sweet meats and candies, bars and 
souvenir shops. Coloane Village holds temples, old 
colonial buildings and remnants of the city’s fishing 
past as well as egg tarts and outdoor restaurants.

  Both areas hold a large variety of cuisines, though Taipa restaurants 
tend to have limited capacity for large groups (not over 40) whereas 
Cotai can handle larger capacities. Taipa holds more ethnic cuisines 
- Japanese, Portuguese, Western, Korean, French – while Cotai has 
more mixtures - including buffets and international restaurant chains.

  Sporting a bungee jump, a walking area around the tower, 233 
meters up, and a rotating restaurant and observation deck, the 
venue is ideal for large groups, with meeting facilities and F&B 
options. The surrounding lakes and view across the harbour are 
beautiful from morning to night.

  From outdoor race-oriented competition and beach-based activities; 
to indoor games and puzzle-oriented tasks - a wide selection of activities 
is available to choose from. All venues are within range of food and 
beverage options, often times within the same property.

  A number of shows and club venues are available, differing in size 
and decoration. Ranging from a water-based show, The House Of 
Dancing Water and a Magic Show, cultural and music performances, as 
well as an array of nightclubs - open until early in the morning, venues 
can be rented and tickets bought for after-work or during-work fun.
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The city is bursting with excitement from bright lights to picturesque 
alleyways. There’s something for everyone!

Capable of handling 400,000 arrivals 

and departures per day, the terminal 

features a helipad with five areas as well 

as 16 ferry berths handling up to 400 

passengers at once.

Light Rail Transit System

Linking the areas of Cotai, Taipa and 

Macao, the Light Rail Transit system is 

expected to have its Cotai and Taipa 

operations begin in 2020, linking all of 

the major transport hubs to the heart of 

the hospitality and event center of Cotai. 

Further links to Macao, connecting to 

the border to neighboring Zhuhai will 

come in following years.

Hengqin Island Access

Border-free travel can be arranged 

in locally licensed vehicles across to 

neighbouring Hengqin, taking use of 

its venue and event facilities, through 

Cotai.
